ULTRA VIOLET TREATMENT SYSTEMS
INSTALLATION

The ultra violet units are supplied with ¾” female threaded fittings for connection to the main water supply.

Only parallel fittings can be used into the ultra violet unit.

For a ‘whole house’ application they should be fitted where the water enters the property to ensure water throughout the house is treated.

The unit can be fitted horizontally with the inlet and outlet uppermost or vertically if preferred.

When fitting care must be taken to allow adequate space for replacement of the ultra violet tube.

Sometimes it is advisable to fit a regulator prior to the unit to ensure the maximum flow rate is not exceeded.

The units require power.

If a water storage tank is present this should be cleaned and treated with chlorine tablets on installation to ensure no bacteria remain.

MAINTENANCE

Once installed the ultraviolet light should remain on continuously so all water is treated.
The lamp should be changed every six months to maintain full strength and the pre-filter cartridge should also be replaced.
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 IMPORTANT

WARNING: Avoid exposure to direct or strongly reflected germicidal rays. Germicidal ultraviolet rays are harmful to the eyes and skin.

WARNING: Always disconnect power to the equipment and unplug, before performing any service or maintenance.
